2. INTRODUCTION

Battery isolator switch. Fused bypass that maintains computer settings, radio and clock, while the battery is disconnected. Fits both 12V & 24V
batteries.

4. INSTALLATION

Refer to fig.1

4.1. Disconnect negative then positive battery lead.

4.2. Fit one end of the fused bypass link to the Anti-theft terminal clamp bolt. Fit the other end to the vehicle’s original clamp bolt.

4.3. Unscrew green knob anticlockwise and remove.

4.4. Connect the vehicle’s Positive battery lead and tighten clamp.

4.5. Fit the vehicle’s Negative battery lead with the Anti-theft terminal and tighten clamp. Screw green knob clockwise back into Anti-theft
terminal.

4.6. The fused link will maintain computer settings, radio, clock etc. whilst the battery is disconnected.
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5. OPERATION

5.1. Unscrew the knob anticlockwise a few turns to disconnect the battery.
5.2. Reconnect the battery by tightening the knob clockwise.
5.3. The knob can be removed completely to deter theft.
