	 If the cable or plug is damaged during use, switch the electricity supply and remove from use. 
	 Replace a damaged plug with a BS1363/A 13 Amp 3 pin plug. If in doubt contact a qualified electrician.
	 Class II products are wired with live (brown) and neutral (blue) only, and are marked with the 
	 Class II symbol;

	 A) Connect the BROWN live wire to the live terminal ‘L’.

4.1.	 		 FITTING AND REMOVING SANDING BELTS REFER  
	 TO FIG.1

	� 		 WARNING! Unplug the power lead before changing  
	 belts. Remove dust extraction port if fitted. Push the  
	 straight arm against a hard object, until it clicks into its  
	 retracted position, see fig.2A.

4.1.1.			 Slide the belt onto the rollers, see fig.2B. Make sure  
	 the arrows on the inside of the belt face the same 
	 direction as those on the housing. 

4.1.2.			 Press the belt tensioning button, see fig.2.C and the belt 
	 will tighten.

4.1.3.			 Removal of the belt is the reverse of instructions 4.1.  
	 to 4.1.3.

4.2.	 		 SWITCHING ON AND OFF
4.2.1.			 To switch on/off use switch, see fig.1-1.
4.3.	 		 VARIABLE SPEED CONTROL SEE FIG.1-2
4.3.1.			 The variable speed control allows the speed to be  

	 matched to the material being worked on. Use a low 	 	
	 speed when using a fine grit to work upon ceramics or  
	 plastics or when removing paint or varnish. Use a high 	 	
	 speed, when using a coarse grit belt or when removing a lot of material.

		  LEAD PAINT WARNING!
	 Paint once contained lead as a traditional ingredient. The dust from the removal of such paint is toxic if inhaled or ingested and must, 	
	 therefore, be avoided.

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4.3.2.			 There are 6 speed settings 1 (low) to 6 (high).
4.4.	 		 BELT ARM ANGLE ADJUSTMENT
4.4.1.			 Unplug the power lead. Loosen the angle lock screw, see fig.1-4 by turning it anticlockwise, see fig.3.
4.4.2.			 Pivot the belt arm, see fig.1-6, to the desired angle. 
4.4.3.			 Tighten the angle lock screw, by turning it clockwise, see fig.3.
4.5.	 		 CONNECTING TO A VACUUM CLEANER OR DUST COLLECTOR (PARTS DIAGRAM NO. 105)
4.5.1.			 Remove the dust extraction port, see fig.1-8 when a dust collector or vacuum cleaner is not connected to the sander.

	� 		 WARNING! Never insert your finger into the nozzle. 
4.5.2.			 Install the dust extraction port, see fig.1-8, onto the sander, see fig.4A. Make sure the extraction port has a firm grip on the sander.
4.5.3.			 Connect the hose of the vacuum/dust collector onto the dust extraction port. Note: the I/D of the hose is 32mm (1.25”).
4.6.	 		 BELT PREPARATION
	 To ensure full flexibility, and to prolong working life, the belt must be “bedded in”.
4.6.1.			 Fit new belt ensuring the direction of travel is correct, and the belt join is NOT on the nose roller. Tension belt.
4.6.2.			 Operate the tool without a load applied at half speed for around 10 seconds, then increase to full speed for a further 10 seconds.
4.6.3.			 Finally, at a slow operating speed, using a piece of scrap material, apply light pressure to the belt where it runs over the “shoe”. 		

	 Increase the operating speed steadily to maximum for a few seconds, then stop.
4.7.	 		 SANDING
4.7.1.			 Make sure the sander is not already touching the work piece when the sander is turned on or off, otherwise a poor sanding finish, 	

	 damage to the belt or loss of control of the tool may result.

5.	 MAINTENANCE
	� 		 WARNING! Before performing any maintenance disconnect the sander from the power supply. 

5.1.	 		 All repairs should only be carried out by an authorised Sealey service agent.
5.2.	 		 CLEANING
5.2.1.			 Blow clean with compressed air. Always wear eye protection and dusk masks when using compressed air to clean the sander. 
5.2.2.			 Ventilation holes and switch assemblies need to be kept clean.

	8 		 DO NOT use chemicals to clean the sander.
5.2.3.			 When not in use clean and store in a safe, dry, childproof location.
