Primer after cleaning with Dynapok Zinc Phosphate 2/C multisupport primer.  
 
Masonry 
 
New or old unpainted and silica-free concrete surfaces should be washed with a 10% hydrochloric acid-water 
solution, and then rinsed thoroughly and left to dry for 2 days.  
Appropriate safety precautions should be followed.

SURFACES PREPARATION 
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Apply using a roller, brush or gun  
 
Gun spray requires a dilution with 10-15% D-40.  
It is necessary to remove old paint from old painted surfaces.  
On concrete floors, whitewash and curing agents must be removed by applying soda blasting or milling operation, 
vacuum later. As a result, a rough surface free of foreign materials will be obtained, which will result in better results 
and adherence. 
Once the surface is ready, a first coat should be applied using a paint roller to promote penetration. Following coats 
should be applied every 24 hours. 
 
 
 
 
 
Using Universal colorant, no more than 3% colorant.  
 
 

 
 
D40 thinner or Universal solvent.

Stir well until completely a homogeneous mixture is achieved. 
Before applying Dynamol, assure the any previously applied paint is compatible with chlororubber.
