4.1.	 		 CHARGING
4.1.1.			 Insert the Micro USB plug on the USB cable into the charging port on the side of the lamp.
4.1.2.			 Plug the other end of the USB cable into a 5V USB outlet.

	� 		 WARNING! DO NOT turn lamp on whilst charging.
4.1.3.			 The battery indicator will blink blue during charging.
4.1.4.			 As the battery charges it will indicate 25% flashing blue light 50%, flashing blue light, 75% flashing blue light, 100% flashing blue light  	

	 until the battery has charged fully and all remain solid.		
4.2.	 		 USE OF LAMP		
4.2.1.			 Direct the lens away from your eyes, other people and animals before switching on. 
4.2.2.			 Push the ON/OFF switch once for half power mode, twice for full power mode and a third time for flashing mode. 
4.2.3.			 The lamp may be held by the handle or attached to any ferrous surface by using the magnet. 	
4.2.4.			 IMPORTANT: Only use the cable supplied with the product.
4.3.	 		 POWER BANK
4.3.1.			 Insert the USB plug from the remote device into the charging port on the side of the lamp. The LED on the lamp will be lit blue 		

	 while charging the remote device.

5.	 MAINTENANCE
5.1.	 		 Clean the casing externally (not the glass) with a moist cloth. 
5.2.	 	 If necessary clean the glass with an alcohol dampened soft cloth.
